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Reception have been learning about Autumn and Harvest – they have investigated pumpkins, apples, pears and 
peas!  They have also made their own salt dough hedgehogs and have been spotting different signs of Autumn 
around the school. 
 
Year 1 have had a fantastic week which has included writing their very first stories in English all about losing and 
finding special toys.  I visited them enjoying a wonderful Geography lesson learning all about the weather and pack-
ing the right clothes for hot and cold climates.  The children are doing a fantastic job across all areas of their new 
curriculum and their teachers are all extremely impressed! 
 
Year 2 are going from strength to strength this week and a member of our executive team was particularly im-
pressed with the high level of description within their writing.  Furthermore, they were particularly enjoying their 
French and music lessons this afternoon! 
 
Years 3 and 4 have had a busy week which included: planning chocolate bar adverts in English, design and engi-
neering, problem solving in maths and learning about the digestive system in science! 
 
Year 5 are absolutely loving their new class novel ‘There’s a boy in the girls’ bathroom’!  They have been writing 
diary entries from the perspective of the main character and gathering vocabulary to describe his emotions. 
 
The children in year 6 participated in a NASA induction programme, as part of their new learning in English.  They 
were each given a lanyard and top secret files and photos to look through.  Their first assignment as a trainee em-
ployee was to write a report on NASA.   Next week, they will begin reading the book 'Hidden Figures' and using it to 
inspire their writing. 
 
As detailed in our email to parents on Wednesday evening, we welcomed two Ofsted Inspectors to school on 
Thursday who spent the day talking about the impact of Covid-19 with school leaders.  While there is no formal 
report or judgements made, it was a very positive experience!  We were given the opportunity to discuss all of the 
wonderful things we have done and are doing, and reflect on improvements we will be making to further enhance 
the children’s education during the pandemic.  
 
The Office Team have been working hard to upgrade our Premium Seesaw account.  Your usual log in details should 
now be working and teachers will begin to update accounts at least once a week.  Please email 
office@brookwood.surrey.sch.uk if you require your account details. 
 
Finally, we normally invite the team with the most house points over the half term to come to school in their own 
clothes on the final day of the half term.  As a way of saying a HUGE well done and a BIG thank you to the children 
for their excellent attitude towards their learning, we are inviting ALL children to come to school in mufti on Friday 
23rd October 2020.
